We observe powerful socia clubs, or krewes, designing their elaborate parade
displays and extravagant parties; Creoles and Americans in conflict over whose dances belong in the
ballroom; endaved Africans and African Americans preserving a sense of their heritage in processions and
dances; white supremacists battling Reconstruction; working-class blacks creating the flamboyant Krewe of
Zulu; the birth and reign of jazz; the gay community holding lavish balls; and of course tourists purchasing
an authentic experience according to the dictates of our commercial culture.
